	Has anyone bought stuff from Cycle One-Off? Does he make quality parts? Has anyone got the oil pressure gauge from him?

Also: Has ANYONE heard of this problem on the Gen 1 Vmax?: 
"There is a damper under the oil pan that holds the oil system in place. That damper gets soft over time. My piece replaces that soft damper so you will never have that issue. If the damper gets soft it will loosen the oil system and a orange o-ring will pop out and you will lose oil pressure to the bike. That will cause the bike spin the crank. " Tom of Cycle One Off says its a common problem on the Gen 1 bike.

	The Cycle One-Off stuff has been around for awhile, and most custom Maxes use a lot of their stuff.
I would too if I could afford it.[image: image2] 
From what I've seen and heard, they do have quality stuff but a bit pricey.[image: image3] 

I have the oil pressure guage with the short hose (mounted on the WP Cover) from them, works great and has survived 2+ years and about 7K+ miles so far.[image: image4] 
If I had to do it again I may have bought the full lentgh and run the gauge to the handlebars.
Its the braided lines that pumps up the cost, the gauges you can get almost anywhere for cheap.

I bought the kit for preventive measures.....JUST IN CASE.....
I have had the orange O-Ring/damper kit from them sitting in my toolbox for the past 2 years, you'll probably pay $40+ for a kit woth .50 cents excluding the cost of the pan gasket that you also get, and haven't spun my crank yet on my '85 with 30K miles....unless I have a reason to go in the engine, its gonna have to wait.

I don't ride that often (maybe averaging 100 miles a week and maybe a long ride a month), but when I do I ride HARD....and with sportbikes mostly.....so a lot of triple digits and high RPM type of ridding:woohoo: 

There is a test to check the orange O-Ring.....if you start the bike on the centerstand while looking in the level window, if the oil dissapears real quickly, its OK.
If the oil hangs around in the window for any amount of time, the little orange devil may be partially dislodged, and close to comming out.
FYI....if you loose all pressure on the gauge, its probably too late anyway:dry:

Warning! Low oil pressure caused by defective O-ring!

This was first reported by Justin Lassy on Terry Hayden's website (see "Links"):

"If anybody has ever had their oil pan off, they saw a bunch of metal plumbing... all these are oil feed lines. One portion is of concern... there is a feed line that comes off up near the oil filter then eventually splits off into four smaller tubes. (All of this tubing is removable, and is simply held in by the oil pan and O-ring). Almost every time I have had a V-Max motor apart, an orange O-ring has been partially blown out of this plumbing. This means poor oil pressure or at least less than it ought to be. One of the motors had a blown transmission, the other had a *massive* rod failure (had to replace a couple of rods, cases, etc... a $5.5k repair). PCW has found a special seal made by Kawasaki to help rectify this problem. I have the part on order and will report how it works as soon as I get a chance."
The problem is due to two reasons - 1. The hole where the O-ring on the oil gallery pipe is seated is too shallow. 2. The rubber spacer that sits between the pipe and the oil pan is too soft.
The first problem can't be a 100% solved but you can compress the tip of the tube slightly to make the o-ring seat deeper inside the hole. It's a good idea to install a fresh o-ring while doing this, especially if the old one looks even slightly damaged. The second problem is fixed by manufacturing a harder material spacer that won't compress and thereby ensure that the pipe stays in place. Make sure you get get the right measurements to make the spacer thick enough to keep the pipe snugly in place without putting too much pressure.

The O-ring problem is a well-known problem, this year I again have replaced many oil pipes. I replace the whole pipe with an improved modification complete with all new rubbers.

* FROM 9 OUT OF 10 ALL SUMPS I TAKE-OFF THE O-RINGS HAVE COME LOOSE
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Normal oil pressure for the Vmax is approximately:
Cold engine: 4,4 - 5,6 bar / 63 - 80 psi at 1000 rpm
Warm engine: 0,25 bar / 3,6 psi at 1000rpm, 5 bar at 6000 rpm
